Safety Tips For Motorists: Drop-off & Pickup @ School 
The Lester B. Pearson Public School Council continues to work closely with the ENA, the City of Waterloo, Waterloo Region 
Public Health Department and public school board to ensure that our students can get to and from school safely. 
 
Congestion around the schools becomes worse during the winter months, when colder weather prompts more parents to drive 
their children to school, and snow banks narrow our roadways.  
 
Here are some safety reminders for all motorists to help our community deal with morning / afternoon congestion together: 

� � Don’t use driveways to turn around — drive around the block. 
� � High snow banks reduce visibility. 
� � Don’t block driveways when dropping off kids. 
� � Pull to right of the roadway and have children exit at curb side. 
� � Fire hydrants must be accessible to emergency vehicles at ALL times. 
� � Obey the posted School Zone speed limit of 40 km/hr on Chesapeake Drive. 
� � Check for children walking on the sidewalk before pulling out of or into your driveway. 
� � Obey the stop arm and flashing lights on school buses. Motorists coming from both directions MUST STOP. Fine = 

$400 to $2,000 and 6 demerits. 
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Are you wondering: “Just who is that on the corner over there?” and “What is that they’re building?”  Well allow us to 
introduce ourselves.  We are Parkwood Mennonite Home Long Term Care Facility.  Although we are new to the 
Eastbridge Neighbourhood, we are not new to the City of Waterloo.  We come to the Eastbridge Community from our 
previous location at 75 Cardinal Cres. in Waterloo which backed onto beautiful Breithaupt Park. 
 
Parkwood celebrated 40 years of service in 2004.  In its early years, Parkwood was a Home for Senior Citizens, 
comparable to a retirement residence.  Originally owned by the United Church of Canada, ownership was transferred in 
1994 to Parkwood Mennonite Home – a not-for-
profit, charitable corporation, supported by 27 
Mennonite and Brethren in Christ Churches and 
our Board of Directors. 
 
The building you see here has been many, 
many years in the planning.  Some of you, who 
may live along New Hampshire St. and Atlantic 
Blvd., can see our project is not yet complete.  
Currently we are constructing the bungalow 
townhomes for independent living for seniors.  
There will be 18 units in total once complete.  
Our next phase of construction will be a six 
storey building which will be comprised of 
assisted-living and senior’s rental apartment 
units.  This building will attach to the current 
facility.  Our final phase of construction will be another six storey senior’s apartment building.  This will be at the corner of 
our site.  When our project is complete we will have a wonderful community-of-care to meet the needs of seniors in 
Waterloo and the surrounding areas. 
 
We extend our heartfelt thanks to all of you who have so warmly welcomed us to the Eastbridge Neighbourhood – from 
including us as part of this Newsletter to Lester B. Pearson and St. Luke’s schools for their banners, cards and choir 
performance at Christmas.

Volunteering at Parkwood 
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 Website Tips 
(Part 3 of 3) 

 
In part 1 of this article I 
talked about why online 
website editing software 
can be very helpful in 
certain situations.  In part 

2 of this article I went into more depth regarding what 
such software can do.  In this final part I’ll talk about 
the importance of separating the structure from the 
content of your website 
 Since most businesses insist on a custom-made 
website, building one by using templates is not 
acceptable. 
 This is where some online editing utilities can really help you out. As your custom-made website is being 
developed, the structure and content of the site can be created as separate entities. Only the content files are then 
made editable. 
  What this means is that you or an employee can logon, and only see the content pages and corresponding 
graphics. These can be easily updated with the online editor. The rest of the website, including the header, footer, 
navigation buttons (menu) and so on will not be available for editing.  This ensures that system critical components 
are kept safe. 
 The end result is that you can assign an employee to quickly update a page on your site, even if they are not a 
website guru. They don’t even have to worry about linking the pages to a menu system, since it is all incorporated 
into the structure of the site. You can also rest assured that they will not be able to accidentally damage the site, 
since they would not have access to the structure of the site. 
 Such a system works very well to allow someone with limited computer experience to make much-needed 
changes to a website in a hurry.  They can feel confident that they will not be able to damage the site, and can 
concentrate on getting the website updates completed.

CAN YOU HELP? 
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Some would say, gone are the days when neighbours looked 
out for one another.  A place where kids played in each other 
homes (and garages), called each other by their first names 
and neighbours lent a helpful hand.  For some this statement 
may conger up memories of “Leave it To Beaver” episodes…
but in the Eastbridge community, team spirit and neighbourly 
kindness exist today. 
 
During the long dog days of August when many children were 
out attending day camps, vacationing and enjoying their free 
time some were keeping busy making dreams come true.

Community Matters... 
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Your biggest debts are your greatest financial risks. 
But there is a way to lower the risk of what is likely 
your largest debt – your home mortgage.  
 
Protecting your mortgage debt with insurance can 
help ensure that your family will be able to keep their 
home if you die. You have two options for mortgage 
debt protection. The first is mortgage insurance from 
your mortgage lender, which could be a bank, a credit 
union or another lender. The second is individually 
owned life insurance from a life insurance company.  
 
Mortgage Insurance 
 
The mortgage lender is the beneficiary and gets all of 
the death benefit. Many homeowners don©t realize 
that mortgage insurance is often what©s called 
"decreasing term insurance." The amount you owe on 
your mortgage goes down as you make payments on 
the principal. At the same time, the death benefit--the amount required to pay off your mortgage - goes down by the 
same amount. However, your mortgage insurance premiums stay the same.  
 
Here©s another point worth considering: many homeowners will change mortgage lenders during the time they©re paying 
off their home, especially if they can get a lower interest rate elsewhere. If you take your mortgage to another company, 
in most cases you lose your mortgage insurance and have to apply again with the new company. Even if you stay with 
the same lender, your mortgage insurance will end when the mortgage is paid off.  
 
There are other options that give you more control and flexibility. 
 
Individual Life Insurance Plan 
 
An alternative is an individual life insurance plan from a life insurer. This type of plan allows you to retain your insurance 
coverage for purposes other than insuring your mortgage. If you became uninsurable at some point in the future, you 
would still have the coverage you took out earlier to insure your mortgage. In the event of your death, this death benefit 

would be available to your family. 
 
With a life insurance policy, you decide who the beneficiary will be. 
Your appointed beneficiary can choose how to spend the tax-free 
death benefit from your life insurance policy. That purpose could be to 
pay down the mortgage or other debts, invest rather than pay off a low-
interest mortgage, cover living expenses, or make important pur-
chases. 
 
There is another benefit if you choose to buy individual life insurance: 
the value of the death benefit doesn©t decrease as you make mortgage 
payments. A life insurance policy with a death benefit of $100,000 will 
be worth that much as long as you make the premium payments. 
 
The final choice is up to you. Weighing your options will help you get 
the best protection for your needs.

Building Permits are needed for the construction of new buildings or structures over 108 square meters, and for building 
additions, swimming pools and for most building alterations.  Property Standards Officers will inspect properties where 
tenants or property owners have concerns regarding safety, maintenance or repair of a property.

About Garbage and Waste ~ 
 
·  Garbage and Recycling is collected once a week in containers placed at the curb from 7:00 pm on the day prior to 
collection and removed by 9:00 am the day after garbage day 
·   Garbage and Recycling should not weigh more than 22kg (50lb) per container. 

·  2 Large Garbage Items per household per week will be collected by appointment only. 

·  Yard Waste (Grass clippings, leaves, branches, hedge trimmings, garden waste etc) is not accepted in the garbage. 
Yard Waste (not including grass clippings) is collected every two weeks on the regular garbage day from April to Novem-
ber. 

 
 Yard Waste should be identified in a returnable container with a ribbon on it, a paper yard waste bag or tied in 3-foot bun-
dles. Yard waste in plastic bags will not be collected.
